Installation Note

For safe and efficient operation, we recommend installing the flat screen hood at a distance of at least 60 cm to 70 cm
above an electric induction cooktop or a gas cooktop.

Please also observe the applicable safety regulations as well as the instructions provided by the cooktop manufacturer.

Assembly Instructions
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Method 1:
. Drill two holes at a suitable location according to the hole spacing on the back
of the range hood.
. Insert the wall plugs into the holes.
. Screw the screws into the wall plugs and tighten them. Hang the range hood onto the tightened screws.

Method 2:
. Drill four holes into the bottom of the wall cabinet.
. Place the non-return valve onto the range hood and then mount the hood to the underside of the cabinet.
Secure the hood with the four included screws.
. Attach the adjustment panel to the bottom of the hood to cover the gap between the back of the hood and the cabinet.



Baffle-Filter

Your KB ELEMENTS range hood is equipped with high-quality baffle filters. These filters ensure efficient

grease separation and optimal air circulation.

Cleaning tip: Spray a degreasing cleaner onto the filter, let it sit for two minutes, and then wipe the filter dry.

Note: To preserve the longevity of the filters, they are not suitable for dishwasher cleaning. Please clean them by hand.

Adjustment of air circulation

Note:
The switch is located underneath the filter. Please remove the filters to select the desired operating mode:
recirculation or exhaust.

. Exhaust mode: Turn the switch to the position for external operation, install the exhaust connector, and switch on the
range hood — the air will be directed outside through the external vent.

Note: If you are using the exhaust air option, you can remove the carbon filters if desired. This will increase
the suction power and save you the hassle of replacing the carbon filters.

. Recirculation mode (with charcoal filter): Turn the switch to the recirculation position, install the cover on the air outlet,
and switch on the range hood — the air will be recirculated back into the room through the internal outlet.




How to Replace the Charcoal Filter
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1. Insert the activated carbon filter into the unit and turn it clockwise. Repeat the same process on the other side.

2. Make sure the filter is securely locked.

Note:

The activated carbon filter is located on the back of the filter and should be replaced at least once a year or as needed.

The replacement interval depends on the operating time.

Caution: The activated carbon filter should not be washed or reused. It must be replaced after
a maximum of 120 operating hours. The carbon filter must not be exposed to heat.

Gesture Control Function

To change the fan speed, simply swipe your hand left or right near the control panel.
The speed will adjust accordingly.

Setting the Time:

1. Turn on the range hood.

2. Press and hold the Light function button for 3 seconds.

3. When the display flashes, use the Up/Down buttons to set the desired time.
4. Press the Light function button again to confirm the change.

Maintenance

. Before cleaning, turn off the appliance and unplug it.

. Wear protective gloves to avoid cuts during cleaning.

. Avoid water entering electrical components.

. Use only neutral detergents to avoid damaging the hood's protective coating.
. Failure to follow these cleaning guidelines may pose a fire risk.

1- Regular Cleaning
Use a soft cloth dampened with lukewarm, mild soapy water or household cleaner.
Never use metal sponges, chemical cleaners, abrasive materials, or a hard brush to clean the hood.

2- Monthly Cleaning of the Grease Filter

IMPORTANT: Clean the filter every month to prevent fire hazards.

The filter collects grease, smoke, and dust... Therefore, the filter directly affects the efficiency of the range hood.
If not cleaned, grease (potentially flammable) can accumulate in the filter. Clean it with household cleaner.

3- Annual Cleaning of the Charcoal Filter
Applies only to units installed as recirculation models (not vented to the outside).
This filter traps odors and must be replaced at least once a year, depending on how often the range hood is used.
